	All children to participate in regular physical activity, which in turn will support learning and engagement within the classroom. 
	Continue to offer a range of activities to all children through extra-curricular clubs. Aim to target children who have not participated throughout the year to ensure increased participation for all children. 
Display PE curriculum activities, extra-curricular activities and competition results both in school and on the weekly newsletter and social media page. 
High quality teaching in PE lessons to ensure children are active and progressing. 
Active 10 minutes each day. All children are to have a movement break throughout the day e.g daily mile, super movers 
	See extra-curricular club timetable and registers. 

Achievements during PE celebrated each week in assembly through Headteacher’s Awards (across the whole school) and discussing achievements at competitions. 

Display to show achievements in lessons and in competitions. Regular updates are also given on the school newsletter and Facebook page to showcase matches, competitions and results. It also includes photos of children participating in a variety of sports. Children are proud to represent their school and often work hard to be selected for a team.

Daily Mile track continues to raise the profile of daily activity and most children are exposed to more movement breaks throughout the day. 

Movement breaks have been added to the timetable to help transition from the lack of movement during lockdown to our return to school 
	Continue to celebrate success and competitions through display/newsletter/
Assembly/Facebook. 

Continue to assess and adapt the range of extra-curricular clubs depending on the needs of children in school. 

Use a pupil survey from each class at the end of a term to determine whether there is a specific group of disengaged children who need to be targeted through clubs and then use this to help with monitoring.

Continue to raise profile of ‘Active 10 minutes’ next year and use of Activall boards during lessons and breaktimes. 

	Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
	All children to receive high quality PE teaching from staff members who are confident teaching a range of sports. 
	Support teachers through CPD across a range of sports and areas to allow for increased confidence when teaching. 
CPD to include- dance, orienteering, rugby
Support teachers in planning of PE units by providing ready-made plans which can be adapted. 
	All teachers identified that their knowledge and understanding of teaching dance had increased in some way following a training day. Positive feedback also received from other CPD sessions throughout the year, allowing teachers to have a go at using ideas within own PE lessons. 

Staff session to introduce orienteering to staff and how the scheme can be used to provide cross curriculum links to get children moving in all lessons. 

Positive teacher feedback throughout the term regarding use of planning online. Teachers feel more confident adapting this planning to suit classes needs. They can also see the clear progression of skills and can use previous years planning to plug gaps that have resulted from lockdowns. 

	Planning format to be used by teachers next year to support resources available in school. Next year will hopefully be the first uninterrupted year of us using the new scheme. 

Staff also able to apply skills learnt during other CPD throughout all games and PE lessons.

A range of activities continue to be offered to children at lunchtime. Equipment has been bought for the playground to help have a positive impact on activity of children outside.
